Aim:

To join three pictures in a role or to complete a who sheet (teacher’s preference.)

Target language:

Present progressive.

Set up:

One action sheet for each student. One grid for each student (remember that there are two grids on one sheet of A4 so cut it in half!) One set of cut up and labeled (if necessary for lower levels) action cards ready to be drawn out of your hat), a hat to carry the cards, scissors, glue and stationary. One sheet of A5 scrap paper per student.

How to play.

First call a student up and instruct him to hand out the sheets. A good way to do this is to say ‘give this to…’. It revises names and activates language from the beginning of the class. 

Ask the students to look at the pictures and teach the actions using he’s/she’s and -ing. Write them on the board and underline the first letter. Teach the phonic sound of the first letter and the action again so that the students begin to associate the two. Say an action word and call up a student to circle action word that he/she hears. After this ask the students to write the actions underneath the pictures. When they have finished this check the writing to make sure it is correct.

Give each child a pair of scissor and ask he/she to cut out the squares. Choose six and stick them on to the bingo grid. After that tear the white paper into six pieces. When all the students have finished draw your action cards out of your hat and read the action out. If a student has the action on his/her grid he or she should cover the picture with a torn piece of paper. The first to get three in a role is the winner.

Alternatives:

Pass around the hat and invite the students to be teachers. This activates more language and will involve the more able students in the class. 

At the end of the game ask the students to swap cards with their neighbours and play again. You will be surprised how much of a difference asking the students to draw pictures out of the hat will make to their enthusiasm.   
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
